EGG DONATION
Egg donation is available to women who are unable to conceive using their own eggs. This makes it possible for the couple to experience the gestational process and birth experience.

The recipient couple meets with the physician and egg donor coordinator.  Financial responsibility is discussed and a referral for psychological counseling for third party reproduction is given.
Recipient Couple Preliminary Screening
Female Testing

A complete medical history with medications

Blood tests for infectious disease, rubella titer, blood type and screen, hormonal tests for thyroid, pituitary
A current pap smear and mammogram if age appropriate

Cystic fibrosis testing and other genetic screenings as appropriate

Uterine testing procedure 

Mock cycle to prepare uterine lining and a trial transfer of catheter for embryo transfer
Consultation with perinatologist to review possible high risks of pregnancy and cardiac stress if female is 45 or older.

Male Testing

A complete medical history with medications

Blood tests for infectious disease

Cystic fibrosis testing and other genetic screenings as appropriate

Complete semen analysis and cryopreservation if indicated.
Stages of Recipient Cycle
Selection of donor

Recipient couple reviews profiles and selects a donor from non-identifying information or is using a directed donor.

Recipient education and injection teaching completed

Informed consent obtained

Uterine lining preparation

Birth control pills (14-28+days)

Subcutaneous injections of Lupron 

Intramuscular injections of estradiol twice weekly 

Intramuscular injections of Progesterone in oil started one day prior to the donors egg retrieval and continued daily

Recipient couple follow regime of oral medication per protocol
Monitoring of Protocol
Two ultrasounds and two blood draws to monitor growth of the uterine lining
ART coordinator keeps recipient couple informed of donor’s progress

Day of egg retrieval

Recipient husband provides fresh semen sample 

Recipient couple informed of the number of eggs retrieved

Insemination with sperm with fresh sperm sample or Intracytoplasmic Sperm injection with fresh or frozen samples 

Average fertilization rate is 70%
Fertilization report called to the couple the next morning

Recipient’s embryo transfer and cryopreservation 

Embryos are transferred at the blastocyst stage on day 5 after the egg retrieval

Two embryos will be transferred and remaining embryos at the blastocyst stage can be cryopreserved

Pregnancy testing is 10 days after embryo transfer 

Outcome

Early OB monitoring the first twelve weeks then transfer of care to delivering OB_GYN 

Follow up consult two weeks after a negative outcome
